In 2016, Rachael Ziering, our Executive Director, founded Muddy
Paws Rescue, aiming to build a progressive, responsible, and
welcoming foster-based dog rescue in the New York City
community. In that initial year, Muddy Paws set a modest goal of
placing 300 dogs, knowing that we would commit to each dog for
life and provide all the resources each pup needed to thrive.
Thanks to overwhelming community support, Muddy Paws was
able to place more than 750 dogs in its first year.

Three years later, Muddy Paws Rescue has become a leading
force in foster-based rescue, earning the support of prominent
funders in animal welfare such as Maddie’s Fund, Best Friends
Animal Society, North Shore Animal League, and Petco
Foundation.

Muddy Paws Rescue continues to place over 1,000 animals
in adoptive homes each year. Every one of our now 3,000+
adopted dogs has a story to tell, from hardship to a happy
ending.
